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Ship to Ship Bunkering Permit


This Permit is to be completed and issued for the control of ship to ship bunkering operations and must be used in conjunction with the Port Bunkering Procedures (AP(P)7008(c) - Bunkering Procedures (Falmouth)). All bunkering providers are responsible for the safety of their own employees and are responsible for all aspects of the bunkering process and ensuring compliance with all A&P Procedures. 

This permit should be completed for each vessel intended to be bunkered. The designated person with overall responsibility of the bunkering operation must complete part A & present it to the Marine Operations Department for approval. This permit is valid until 23:59 on the date the permit is issued whereby it is self-cancelling.
